IMPORTANT NOTICE ABOUT 2011 CHEVRON HOUSTON MARATHON
This year, the Marathon has instituted a lottery program for registration, and many of our Team NAM runners did not get spots. This is a brief synopsis of the different ways to register for the marathon while raising money for NAM
· Very early on, there was a way for benefit charity runners to bypass the lottery, if NAM purchased spots for $100 each up front. We did not do this this year because of inadequate advance notice, but we plan to do so next year. Here is the description of the program from the marathon website:

Fundraising for Registration: The Fundraising for Registration program gives runners an opportunity to fundraise for an official Run for a Reason charity of their choice and receive an entry into the marathon or half marathon. This program eliminates any upfront, out-of-pocket costs associated with entering the race. Runners must contact participating charities directly for details as each organization sets its own fundraising minimum, guidelines and deadlines. 

· There are also a limited number of spots through the Heroes program. This requires runners to make an initial online donation of $350 to the benefit charity of their choice. Here is a description from the marathon website:

Heroes Charity Registration: "Become a Hero" and guarantee a race entry into our 2011 marathon or half marathon. The Heroes charity registration enables runners to make a direct donation of at least $350 to an official race charity of the runner's choice, plus the cost of registration to secure a spot in either race.

· Veteran runners who have finished ten or more Houston marathon are guaranteed spaces. This must be arranged directly through the marathon by calling Amanda at 713-957-3453.
· Anyone may register online to become a fund raiser for a benefit charity, but this is not the same as registering for the race.
